HaTorah Saint Louis has been 
providing the community with 
an unprecedented number of 
educational and spiritual pro-
grams, and fun, family events 
for all ages and interest levels. 
Our participation levels are 
high and the community has 
been overwhelming in its posi-
tive response.

What’s especially reward-
ing is that much of the work that goes into planning and 
running each program behind the scenes is done by vol-
unteers, people in the community, who give of themselves 
whole-heartedly in their support of Aish HaTorah and our 
pursuit of making quality Torah education available to all in 
the community - regardless of synagogue af•liation.

Aish HaTorah is a community resource, run by dedi-
cated administrators, Rabbis, lay leaders, and volunteers. 
People like Albert Glassman, our Of•ce Manager, and 
Claire Wolff, our Administrator, make sure that every detail 
is tended to in order to keep the lights on and the machine 
humming.
